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Govt mops up extra Rs 9,118 crore as
9 million taxpayers file updated ITRs

New Delhi, March 25
(IANS) Over nine million
updated Income Tax Re-
turns have been filed over
the last four years, which
helped the government
raise an additional reve-
nue of Rs 9,118 crore, re-
flecting the success of the
voluntary compliance
scheme introduced by the
Government, Parliament
was informed.

The government in
2022 had introduced the
option for taxpayers to file
updated I-T returns (ITR-
U) up to two years from
the relevant assessment
year (AY) by paying addi-
tional income tax as part
of a scheme to encourage
voluntary compliance,

Cumulatively, between
AY 2021-22 to AY 2024-
25, over 9.176 million
ITR-Us were filed which
fetched additional taxes of
Rs 9,118 crore to the gov-
ernment, Minister of State
for Finance Pankaj

Chaudhary said in a writ-
ten reply in the Lok Sab-

a.
In the current assess-
ment year (2024-25) till
February 28, around
464,000 updated ITRs
have been filed and tax-
es of Rs 431.20 crore
paid, the minister said.
Through Finance Bill,
2025, the government
has proposed to extend
the time limit for filing up-
dated returns to up to four
years from the relevant
assessment year. The
step has been taken in
view of the success of the

scheme.

In AY 2023-24, over
2.979 million ITR-Us were
filed and Rs 2,947 crore
additional taxes were

paid.

In AY 2022-23 and AY
2021-22, 4.007 million
and 1.724 million updat-
ed ITRs were filed and an
additional Rs 3,940 crore
and Rs 1,799.76 crore

taxes were paid.

In answer to another
question, the minister said
the Union Cabinet has ap-
proved the 'Incentive
Scheme for Promotion of
Low-Value BHIM-UPI
Transactions (Person to
Merchant - P2M)' for the
financial year 2024-25.
This step supports the
Government's goal of
boosting digital payments,
encouraging small mer-
chants to adopt UPI, and
promoting financial inclu-
sion.

Delhi's big bang Budget sees
315 pc hike in total outlay,

New Delhi, March 25
(IANS) With a massive
31.5 per cent hike in total
outlay, the Delhi govern-
ment’s biggest-ever Bud-
get presented on Tuesday
by Chief Minister Rekha
Gupta has doubled the
state government’s capital
expenditure (Capex) to Rs
28,000 crore.

"This time a historic
budget of Rs 1 lakh crore
is being tabled for 2025-
26, which is 31.5 per cent
more than the last budget.
This is an unprecedented
and historic budget," said
CM Rekha Gupta as she
tabled the budget on the
second day of the Assem-
bly session.

The Delhi govern-
ment’s Budget has allocat-
ed Rs 2,144 crore for the
PM Jan Arogya Yojana
health scheme to benefit
the poor.

As part of the BJP poll
manifesto to empower
women, the Budget pro-
vides for a Rs 5,100 crore
outlay for paying Rs 2,500/
per month to poor women

to Rs 28,000 cr

eligible for the allowance.

The budget makes an
allocation of Rs 1,000
crore for improving the
connectivity in Delhi-NCR,

With the aim of uplift-
ing the poor, an allocation
of Rs 696 crore has been
made for development in
slum clusters.

Besides, Rs 100 crore
has been marked in FY26
to set up 100 Atal can-
teens across the national
Capital.

In order to enhance the
safety of women, the bud-
get has set a target of in-
stalling 50,000 CCTV
cameras in the city.

The Chief Minister pre-
sented the Delhi Budget
amid chants of 'Modi,
Modi” reverberating in the
House. She said that the
budget is not only about
financial health of the gov-
ernment but also about the
dreams and aspirations of
the people of Delhi.

"The days of corruption
and inefficiency are over
now,” she remarked.--

PMUY scheme: Refills of LPG cylinders
by poor households double in last 5 years

New Delhi, March 25
(IANS) The total number of
refills of LPG cylinders by
poor households under
the PM Ujjwala Yojana
(PMUY) have doubled in
the past five years and the
per capita consumption of
PMUY beneficiaries has
risen to nearly four-and-a-
half cylinders per year,
according to information
tabled in the Parliament.

As on March 1, 2025,
there are 10.33 crore
PMUY connections across
the country. The refill cyl-
inders under the scheme
have doubled in five years.
As many as 41.95 crore
refills were delivered in 11
months of the current fi-
nancial year (FY25) till
February, up from 39.38
crore refills in the 12
months of 2023-24 mark-
ing the success of the
scheme, the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural
Gas informed the Parlia-
ment.

The number of refills in
2019-20 stood at 22.80
crore, showing a nearly

100 per cent jump in this
FY from five years ago.

The government in-
formed that the per capita
consumption of PMUY
beneficiaries, in terms of
number of 14.2 kg LPG
cylinders taken per year,
has increased from 3.68
(FY 2021-22)t0 3.95in FY
2023-24, and 4.43 in FY
2024-25 (up to January
2025). This is a result of
various measures taken
by the government to im-
prove access and afford-
ability of domestic LPG for
PMUY consumers.

Since the launch of the
PMUY, oil marketing com-
panies have delivered a
total of 234.02 crore LPG
refills to PMUY customers,
including the initial instal-
lation refill, up to February
2025. During FY 2024-25
(till February 2025), oil
companies have been de-
livering approximately
12.6 lakh LPG refills (in
terms of 14.2 Kg cylinders)
per day," the government
informed.PMUY  was
launched in May 2016 with

an objective to provide
deposit-free LPG connec-
tions to women from poor
households across the
country.The target to re-
lease 8 crore connections
was achieved in Septem-
ber, 2019. To cover the re-
maining poor households,
the second phase of the
scheme Ujjwala 2.0 was
launched in August 2021
and till January 2023, 1.60

crore connections had
been released.

Further, in view of fresh
requests, in September
2023, the government ap-
proved the release of ad-
ditional 75 lakh PMUY
connections. The public
sector oil marketing com-
panies have completed
the release of these 75
lakh PMUY connections
as of July 8, 2024.

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Indusind shares drop over 5 pc
after Rs 30.15 crore GST penalty

Mumbai, March 25 (IANS) Indusind Bank's
share fell over 5 per cent on Tuesday after the
bank informed that GST authorities in Thane,
Maharashtra, had imposed a penalty of more than
Rs 30.15 crore due to several compliance
issues.The stock declined as much as 5.12 per
cent to close at Rs 635.15 apiece on the National
Stock Exchange (NSE).

The private lender, which is already under scru-
tiny for discrepancies in its derivatives portfolio,
stated that it is considering filing an appeal against
the GST order.

In a regulatory filing, Indusind Bank said that
the penalty had been imposed by the Joint Com-
missioner of CGST &amp; Central Excise, Thane
Commissionerate. The bank added that it is ex-
ploring legal options to challenge the decision.

“...we hereby inform that a penalty of Rs.
30,15,18,000 has been imposed on the Bank by
Joint Commissioner of CGST &amp; Central Ex-
cise, Thane Commissionerate for various GST is-
sues. The Bank will explore filing of appeal against
the order,” the private lender said in its filing.

Indusind Bank shares have been under pres-
sure since the lender recently disclosed irregular-
ities in its derivatives transactions.

This revelation led to concerns about a poten-
tial impact on the bank’s financials, amounting to
around 2.35 per cent of its net worth.

Following this disclosure, Indusind Bank stock
experienced its worst single-day fall, plunging 27
per cent on March 11.

Stock market closes in green,
Sensex ends above 78,000

Mumbai, March 25 (IANS) The Indian stock
market on Tuesday managed to stay in the green
for the seventh straight session, though it gave
up most of its early gains during volatile trade.The
Sensex, which touched an intra-day high of
78,741.69, eventually closed at 78,017.19, rising
32.81 points or 0.04 per cent.
